Cole serves as a Justice of the Peace, on the Burlington Board for the Registration of Voters and on the Vermont Commission on Women Advisory Council Representing the League of Women Voters of Vermont.  Currently, She serves on the NAMI-VT Board, National Alliance on Mental Illness of Vermont and also as a teacher and advocate for NAMI.  Over time she has served on many boards including as chair of the Neighborhood Planning Assembly Steering Committee for wards 4 and 7.  She belongs to many other local organizations including the Friends of Burlington Gardens.
